Klezmer is the term used for traditional Jewish music
of Eastern Europe in past centuries.

The term ‘klezmer’ comes from the Hebrew words ‘klei’
meaning ‘vessel’ and ‘zemer’ meaning ‘song’ - literally
meaning ‘instrument of song’ and is the Yiddish word
for ‘musician’.

Today klezmer music is enjoying huge popularity
worldwide. This toe-tapping Eastern European party
music, imbued with Jewish tonalities and spirituality,
resonates with people young and old from a wide
variety of backgrounds.

Typical instrumentation includes violins, accordions,
clarinets, double bass, percussion, tsimbl, trumpets
and tubas. However, klezmer music is accessible to all
instruments from cellos to xylophones.

The workshop leaders are some of the hottest
talent in the British klezmer music scene. The Jewish
Music Institute has a team of experienced teachers,
instrumentalists and dancers from across the UK
that are experts in the repertoire and style. We also
regularly feature international guest artists.

Programming your workshop

Workshop programmes can vary from very hands-
on learning to more lecture or performance-based
sessions.

+ Composing skills - creating and developing
musical ideas

« Appraising skills - responding and reviewing

« Listening, applying knowledge and
understanding.
