KlezNorth 2011

Another Weekend of Klezmer in the Peak District!

Fri 1st, Sat 2nd and Sun 3rd April 2011

at 

The Village Hall, Youlgrave, Derbyshire

in association with the Jewish Music Institute, SOAS, University of London. 

Last year's KlezNorth 2010 was a wonderful success, thanks to everyone's amazing enthusiasm!  So we are offering a similar event this year on April Fools' Weekend.  This is no joke, but a serious invitation to join us!  Please do pass this invitation on to anyone who you feel might be interested.  You never know when it is going to be the 'right time', but for someone it will be!

As with last year, the weekend will contain a variety of instrumental workshops, dance sessions and workshops, jam sessions, Yiddish song workshops and opportunities to learn about the historical context of Klezmer music.  The workshops will be led by Ros Hawley (clarinet), Ilana Cravitz (fiddle, and author of the “The Klezmer Fiddle ~ a how-to Book”), Ray Kohn (fiddle),  Judith Plowman, Sue Cooper, Phil Tomlinson, Adrian Dobson and other Northern Klezmorim.  Youlgrave is a picturesque village in the heart of the Peak District National Park, with  opportunities for delightful walks in the immediate area too.

Accommodation  ~  So that we can keep the basic cost of the weekend to a minimum, we offer 'Indoor Camping' on the floor of the Village Hall itself; bring a sleeping bag, pillow and mat.  The Hall is a pleasant modern building with a showers.  We also intend to use other venues within the village, so that the Social Room is not required for workshops.  

However, for those who need some space to retreat to and/or a little more comfort, there is a large, easy-going Youth Hostel about 200 yards away, and each of the friendly pubs in Youlgreave do Bed and Breakfast.  There are also many holiday cottages in the village which can be rented for the weekend.  The internet is a good source of information about these.  Finally, for the hardy, there is a very cheap 

camp-site at Church Farm, in the middle of the Village!

Transport  ~  For those of you intending to arrive by Public Transport to Youlgrave (and it is possible!) there is a truly excellent website  'My Journey Planner',  particularly if you use the 'door-to-door' facility.  It allows you to use a mixture of modes of transport, and includes distance and time taken to walk between connections etc.  The Post Code to use for The Village Hall is  DE45 1UW.   This will work for Sat Navs, too.

Food  ~   All food for the Weekend will be Vegetarian. We will provide lunch on Saturday and Sunday, and on Saturday evening a special three course Jewish meal (Motsei Shabbat), as well as drinks and biscuits throughout the weekend.  If you are aiming to eat with us on Friday evening, will you please bring a vegetarian dish to share.  You may also choose to bring your own alcohol for the weekend, and any other goodies/fruit to share.   Basic breakfast on Saturday and Sunday will be provided for those who opt for 'Indoor Camping',  and the cost is included in the weekend ticket.

Cost ~ There are two rates for the weekend:

A £35 WEEKEND TICKET WITHOUT ACCOMMODATION  for those organising their own accommodation or daily travelling.  This will cover: venue rental, workshops,  Saturday lunch and evening meal (Motsei Shabbat), Sunday lunch, daytime drinks and refreshments.

A £50 WEEKEND TICKET WITH ACCOMMODATION for those opting for 'Indoor Camping' in the Village Hall.  This will cover: indoor camping, venue rental, workshops, 2 breakfasts, Saturday lunch and evening meal (Motsei Shabbat), Sunday lunch, daytime drinks and refreshments. 

Booking: We ask you to book your places well in advance, as places are limited to about 80 Participants, and there is increasing interest, because there will be NO London KlezFest in 2011!  

Once we have received your booking application, we will email you to confirm your place, and then nearer the event send you further information about the programme and other details about the weekend. 

Payment, by cash or cheque, is to be made on arrival at the weekend. 

We will operate a 'waiting list' for any cancellations that occur, so never feel that is ever too late to apply!  Please do inform me immediately if unfortunately you have reason to cancel your booking.
